Discussion/Motion:

Discussion was held regarding the placement of commercial signage in the town.  Documents from the Green County zoning ordinance 4-3-4 were reviewed.   The deputy clerk will ask the town clerk to research a model sign ordinance from the Wisconsin Towns Association.  D. Sherven moved to table this discussion until the next meeting, M. Renner second.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion regarding the Smart Growth process, Village land use and other processes, and the Extra territorial zoning.  

Discussion/Motion:
Ron Niemann and Andrew Bremmer from the Southwestern Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission, arrived as guest speakers.  He reviewed the events of the last meeting and confirmed receipt of document changes that were made at the last two Planning Commission meetings, and are in progress.


Discussion regarding clarifications of the policies, including changes and future actions needed.  Items for action that were discussed include:  Definition of Urban Services, Development of a storm water plan, Preservation of Prime Farm Land, Preservation of Rural Views and Vistas, Protection of Environmentally Sensitive Areas, Protection of Drainage Corridors, Consideration of more Parks and Recreational Areas, Lot Sizes with sewer and septic as well as Conservation Developments, Prohibiting new housing with regard to topography, Imposing fees with regard to mitigating capital costs, Definition of “Industrial” to consider quarries, Views and Vistas with regard to roads, Setting aside land for Commercial Development, Adding Chapter 5, 5.3.1, #14 “Developer or others moving equipment on town roads must repair or pay for repair of damages to roads and highway structures”, Requiring underground electrical and utilities, and policy worksheets to be completed by the commission.
