Discussion/Motion:
M. Renner moved to approved the minutes of the January 20, 2005, meeting, R. Elkins, second.  Minutes were reviewed by the members.  R. Elkins called the question for the vote.  Motion carried unanimously.

J. Ott moved to approved the minutes of the February 3, 2005, meeting, D. Sherven, second, motion carried unanimously.

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding the Smart Growth documents.  There were several chapters to review.  

Discussion/Motion:
M. Renner moved to make the changes to section 2 as stated, C. Narveson second, motion unanimously carried.  


Chapter 2, p.1, 2.2. Goals, Paragraph #2.  Delete the phrase “and an adequate supply of developable land”.  Insert the word “agricultural” between the words “for” and “residential”.  Insert the word “and” between the words “residential” and “commercial”.  Delete the word “industrial”. 

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion continued regarding the Smart Growth documents. D. Sherven moved to make the following change to section 2 as stated, M. Renner second, motion unanimously carried.  

Chapter 2, p. 3, 2.4.11. Municipal Building.  At the end of the paragraph, insert the sentence, “The long term goal is to have a Town Hall separate or possibly in cooperation with the village.”

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion continued regarding the Smart Growth documents. Without objection, the following sentence was agreed to be removed.


Chapter 2, p. 6, 2.4.14.  Primary, Secondary, and Higher Education Facilities.  Delete the sentence “None of the school district administrators indicated any plans to expand or create new schools in the near future.”

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion continued regarding the Smart Growth documents. Without objection, the following sentence was agreed to be corrected with the exact number to be added at a later time.


Chapter 2, p. 9, 2.4.17.  Other Community Facilities.  Delete the garage address and insert “200 block of Railroad Street.”

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion continued regarding the Smart Growth documents. Without objection, the following was agreed to be removed.  


Chapter 2, p. 15, Green County Adult Family Homes.  Delete the “Grimm Residence”.

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion continued regarding the Smart Growth documents. Without objection, Chapter 1 was agreed to remain without correction at this time.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion continued regarding the Smart Growth documents. Without objection, the following was agreed to be changed.


Chapter 3, p. 2, 3.1.4.  Table of Farms.  A list of farms from D. Sherven will be added to the table.  

Chapter 3, p. 8., 3.1.7.  Change the word “no” to the word “limited” for agricultural infrastructure.

Chapter 3, p.1, 3.2., 3 #4.   Add the phrase “according to the Town of New Glarus Parks Commission recommendations” after the word “amenities”.


Chapter 3, p.2., 3.2.5.  Add the phrase “existing state and federal rules deemed sufficient” in place of the red note regarding faint print.  

Chapter 3, 3.2.5.4. Add the phrase “existing state and federal rules deemed sufficient” in place of the red note regarding faint print.  

Chapter 3, p.4, 3.2.5.3.  Delete the last paragraph in this section.


Chapter 3, p. 8, 3.2.5.5.  Wetlands.  Last paragraph.  Add a note that the information appears to be incorrect.  Note: Town of New Glarus is not in

Glacial Plain.  It is in fact in the Driftless Area.  Document should be

changed accordingly.


Chapter 3, p. 8, Weed Commission.  Replace note regarding the missing word with the word “shared”.  


Chapter 3, p.10.  Insert “were made regarding visibility of lights on hill and ridge tops.”  


Chapter 3, p. 9,3.2.7.1.  Rural Forests.  Insert the following sentence “Town of New Glarus encourages use of Green County Forester or others for use and planning for wood lots.”


Chapter 3, p. 12, 3.2.11.  Insert the words, “are deemed sufficient at this time.”.


Chapter 3, p. 13.  Add the sentence, “Parks Commission formed in 2004 and actions will be taken per their recommendations.”


Chapter 3, p. 14, Add the phrase “Green County Drainage District #2.”


Map 3.2.3.  Add a note that the information appears to be incorrect.  Forest area appears overstated in the area of Hwy 39 in the West sector of the Town of New Glarus.


Chapter 3, 3.3.6.  Insert the sentence “The Planning Commission recommends to the Town Board that a Historical Preservation Commission be formed.”


Chapter 3, 3.3.5.  Delete the sentence that begins with the words “The Town of New Glarus does not have publications and pamphlets…”


Chapter 3, 3.3.12.  Delete the sentence that begins with the words “The Town of New Glarus does not have a Historical Preservation…”


Chapter 3, 3.3.9.  Insert the sentence that the Town of New Glarus encourages several private and state programs.  


Historical Map.  Add a note that some of the items on the map are not clearly marked.  Also add a note that some of the items listed as “unnamed” have names and need to be marked.

The next regularly scheduled Planning Commission meeting will be held Thursday, March 3, 2005, at 7:00 pm.  Agenda items for the next meeting will be Chapters 4, 5, and 6 of the Smart Growth process documents.
