Discussion/Action:
Minutes of 12/30/04 were submitted for approval, D. Streiff moved to approve minutes as submitted. K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Discussion:
Without objection the agenda will be amended to allow patrolman to report before leaving to attend to roads.
Discussion:
B. Schwoerer reported that there was a repair needed on the linkage on the 2000 truck.  He also reported that we’re doing ok on staffing Part-time plow drivers.  One of our part-time drivers is out with a non-work related broken arm.  We’re working on putting together bid specs for the new plows.
Discussion:
Clerk reported that there were no requests for driveway refunds.

Public Comments:
Todd Schluesche spoke to the board on behalf of the Concerned Citizens of Duerst Road regarding the preliminary plat review hearing for the Neuchatel subdivision.  He stated that landowners of adjoining property had not yet been notified in writing of the hearing and requested that the hearing be postponed.  In addition, he noted that there is nothing from the developer on file at the library.  They plan to hire there own engineer and hydrologist and would like time for them to review the information.  


Chairman Renner noted the request, but as it was not an agenda item the board would not be able to act on the request.  The Clerk will make note of this for Monday’s hearing.  

Discussion:
As part of Public Comments M. Renner presented correspondence from the Village of New Glarus and Draft Referendum question.  Mark read both the letter and draft.  In addition M. Renner read a draft letter and revised draft referendum from the Town.  

Marilee Steffins reported that the library board wished to ensure there would not be an annual financial struggle between the Village and Town should a partnership be formed.  


Susie Janowiak spoke in favor of holding a public hearing to determine the final wording of the referendum question.


Without objection Clerk will forward M. Renner’s letter and revised referendum wording to the Town’s Attorney for review.  The Clerk will mail the documents return receipt to the Village upon the Attorney’s approval.
Discussion/Action:
Steve Ruegsegger, real estate agent for Angel and William Righter, presented the board with CSM and a request to modify the boundary to reshape their parcel.  The action would not create a new lot nor would a land division be necessary.  Based on information presented K. McKenzie moved to allow the modification.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Action:
Treasurer submitted checks 12541-12555 for approval.  D. Streiff moved to approve the payments as presented.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Action:
M. Renner asked if correspondence had been received from Mrs. Mauer.  Clerk confirmed that nothing had been received to date.  Without objection clerk will send Mrs. Mauer and Mr. Mueller correspondence stating that Mr. Mueller is within his rights to replace the fence and bill Mrs. Mauer for her share.    It should be noted that in the event Mrs. Mauer fails to pay her share, Mr. Mueller will notify the Town.  The Town will reimburse him for Mrs. Mauer’s share of the fence and bill assess her taxes accordingly.
Discussion/action:
M. Renner discussed the misuse of Exeter Crossing Road by gravel pit adjacent to the road.  The road is not built to handle the weight of the trucks traveling on it.  Without objection the road will be permanently posted with Class B weight limits.  Mark will draft a letter for the gravel pit owners.
