Discussion/Motion:
Members reviewed the minutes from the October 20 meeting.  K. Talarczyk moved for approval.  P. Etter second.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Motion:
L. Kempfer-Disch noted that the Town Board passed a new requirement for vacant positions on Town boards and commissions at their November 16 meeting.  The Town Board will publish the vacancy in the Post Messenger and ask for resumes to be presented to the Town Board from interested participants.

Stenberg will prepare the draft letter for the next meeting. L. Kempfer-Disch will prepare a draft newspaper article regarding the survey for the commission’s review at the next meeting.  T. Stenberg will ask the Town Clerk, Pattie Salter about printing services the Town may already be using, and L. Kempfer-Disch will bring some price comparisons for the next meeting.
Discussion/Motion:
Discussion was held regarding the Middleton Parks Plan.  P. Etter asked T. Stenberg to request the following information from the Town Clerk, P. Salter:  a list of commercial areas, a list of residential areas, a list of working farms, population information from the 1950 through the 2000 Census records, and a complete copy of the census, and number of new home permits each year since 1994.

J. Burke indicated that the Town does own a park that was donated by Duane Pope.  It is located near the intersection of Windmill Ridge Road and Sandrock Road.  The location was found on the section maps and a copy provided to each of the members.  The park is 4.29 acres in size.  Discussion was held regarding the condition and possible needs for the upkeep of the lot.

K. Talarczyk presented copies of the Upper Sugar River Initiative to the members for review at the next meeting.
