Discussion/Motion:
The minutes of the October 21, 2004 meeting were reviewed.  Corrections were noted.  The commission now wants full names used for any persons who are not board members wherever they appear in the minutes.  R. Elkins moved for approval.  J. Ott second.  Motion carried with 4 votes for, 1 abstention.     

Discussion/Motion:
M. Renner called for two Points of Privilege.  The first Point is that Sherry Wilde’s resignation from this commission was acted on at the November 16, 2004, Town Board meeting.  The Town Board will advertise the position in the Post Messenger and ask for resumes to be submitted from interested persons for her position.  Appointments will be made from a pool of candidates.  M. Renner has recommended that the Town Board adopt this practice to fill all vacancies for open positions.  The second Point is that Green County has a new zoning administrator who will be involved in the Smart Growth Planning process.  His name is Corby Schmidt.  He is open to coming to the Town Board and the Planning Commission.  He is taking over the position from Diane Updike.  

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, the next meeting of this commission will be held on Wednesday, December 15, 2004.  This will allow interested members to attend the Village of New Glarus’ meeting on Thursday, December 16, 2004 regarding their comprehensive plan and the extra territorial issues.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion was held regarding the proposed adoption of 15-7-3.  K. Seward moved, D. Sherven second.  Discussion topics included current allowances, information regarding health and safety issues, improperly abandoned wells, Natural Resources statute NR-140, contaminants, testing, lot size compared to proper system design, and impact on surrounding land owners’ wells.  J. Ott called the question.  A 2/3 majority was established in favor of calling the question.  Motion failed with 1 vote for, and 4 votes against.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion was held regarding Adaptive Reuse of existing structures such as historic or culturally significant barns or other buildings for commercial use.  Proposed section 15-7-6 A was discussed.  Discussion topics included rural character preservation, economic incentives, number of dwelling units and splits.  M. Renner moved to adopt revision.  D. Sherven second.  Other topics discussed included age of structures eligible, limiting the dwelling units to 1000 SF minimum, etc.  R. Elkins amended the proposed change to include structures built prior to 1950, with a minimum of 1000 SF, original foundation may not be exceeded, original construction type to be maintained, 6 dwelling units maximum including the existing farm dwellings, modification shall be presented for approval by either the town appointed historic preservation committee or by the land planning commission acting as the historic preservation committee.  M. Renner second.  R. Elkins called for the question.  A 2/3 majority was established in favor of calling the question.  Amendment carried unanimously.  Motion carried.  

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, the agenda was suspended to review the Smart Growth map.  Agriculture access corridors, commercial developments and other significant locations were discussed.  

Discussion/Motion:
Agenda items for the next meeting were discussed.  

Discussion/Motion:
The next regularly scheduled Planning Commission meeting will be held Wednesday, December 15, 2004.
