Proper proof of notice was duly noted.
Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved D. Streiff second to approve Minutes of September 7, 2004 with amendments. Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
N. Duerst submitted called to say she was would be late.  Clerk will present monthly payments.  K. McKenzie moved D. Streiff 2nd to approve check #12405-12427 for general dispersement and checks #12403-12404 for payroll.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Motion:
P. Salter submitted request for a driveway deposit refund to V&M Construction fbo Phil Cox @ W7260 Hwy 39 and Chantel Schneeberg for Lot 3 Cty H.  K. McKenzie moved and D. Streiff second.  Motion carried.


Clerk requested approval from the board to appoint Tawni Stenberg Deputy Clerk and to pay her $8/hr. to attend Land Planning and Parks Commission meeting to take and transcribe minutes.  D. Streiff moved for approval, K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.  

Clerk submitted correspondence from SWRP Smart Growth Planning.  M. Renner explained that a meeting will be held 10/18/04 in Monroe at the Government Services Building that will outline plans for spotlighting progress to date on the Smart Growth in the County and here in New Glarus.  Each participating entity will be encouraged to host an open house in late winter or early spring to educate and encourage greater participation among constituents.

M. Renner requested that the Clerk contact Bob Elkins and see if he could plan to attend this meeting.

Public Comments:
J. Ott and K. Talarczyk were present to discuss the Fire Districts 2005 budget.  The preliminary figures show the total fire budget of $110,000 the Town’s portion would be approximately $32,724.  They had budgeted $92,000 for 2004 and so far have actually spent $104,050.  


The increase reflects a rise in utility costs, additional office help and training.  There new radio system funding is up in the air at this time.  They recommend that the town consider including a reserve for radio funding in the 2005 budget in case funding doesn’t come through the County.

M. Renner noted that the quality of service received from the fire district is well worth the cost.

J. Ott also noted that they would like to retire one of the tankers in 2010 and we should pass this on to our accountant for planning purposes.  J. Ott also requested that we accept or reject the budget by our November 1 planning meeting.


M. Renner noted that there was nothing new to report on the Sanitary District. 

M. Renner gave a land planning update.  The land planning commission started the first section of the Land Planning segment of smart growth planning at the 9/27 meeting.

The next Land Planning Commission meeting is scheduled for October 21.  Guest Speaker, Dr. Kenneth Bradbury will give a presentation on ground water.  Invite Exeter, York and the Village of New Glarus.

M. Renner reported that we had gotten correspondence from the Public Land Commission regarding loans that were available to Towns at a rate of 3% over a 5 year period.  Clerk will check with the Wisconsin Retirement System to compare rates.

M. Renner reported that Legler Valley Road has been completed.  They used an 20’ seemless overlay that really worked nice.  Clerk will make a note to include this type of overlay in future bid projects.

M. Renner noted that as part of the Chairman’s report that there is a personnel and property issue before the board that he would like to address in closed session after the Patrolman’s report.


M. Renner reported that the Parks Commission would most likely levy to establish a budget for 2005.  The amount is unknown at this time.


Linda Kempfer-Disch requested that M. Renner plan to attend the next Parks Commission meeting to help in this area.


P. Salter reported that there has been no formal response to the letter from M. Renner and contract review from Town and Village Council.
Patrolman Report:
Ben reported that he obtained quotes for a new truck.  A 2005 7400 SFA 4x2 will cost approximately $125,700 with an additional $1000 for a switch spreader.  Ben expressed concern with the technical implications of the digital spreader that is built-in to the truck and requested that the board consider the switch spreader.  


The board would like more information on the functionality of the digital unit and asked Ben to gather more information.


Ben presented the board with tire estimates to replace the back tires on the truck.  Blanchardville Co-op came in at $470 ea. Plus labor Pomps came in at $477 each plus labor.

Voegli patched the roads to the patrolman’s satisfaction.  He noted that they are still accessing the pit via Town Roads.  M. Renner will visit the site and talk with them.


Titas Lane is now moving forward.  Mrs. Crawford is co-operating.  Ben noted that the work needs to be completed by month-end or it will have to wait until next spring.

Ben will be on vacation from October 28 through November 3.  M. Renner asked him for his road maintenance figures for our budget planning meeting.


Ben reported on staffing for the winter.  Dave Anderson is expected to be very busy.  The order of response for plowing will be Jim Salter, Todd Duerst, Jim Schwoerer and finally Dave Anderson.
Public Comments:
Pete Raskovic, Rebecca and Kevin Bell arrived at the meeting at 8:00 p.m.  M. Renner requested to re-open the public comments section.   Without objection.

Mr. Raskovic reported that he is currently involved in a civil suit with several developers in the New Glarus area.  He noted that one of the parties named in the suit, R. Fuhr was employed by Wilde Real Estate.  He came before the board to request that Sherry Wilde take a leave of absence from the Land Planning Commission until after the matter is settled in the courts.  For reference purposes Mr. Raskovic’s attorney is Robert Kasieta.
