Discussion/Motion:
S. Cosgrove resigned her position on the board.  L. Kempfer-Disch accepted her resignation.  Discussion regarding possible candidates who will be forwarded to the Town Board for consideration as a replacement member. 

Discussion/Motion:
L. Kempfer-Disch asked the Deputy Clerk, T. Stenberg, to read the minutes from the July 28, August 18, and September 8 meetings for approval.  K. Talarczyk moved for approval.  J. Burke second.  Motion carried.  

Discussion/Motion:
L. Kempfer-Disch asked M. Renner to review requirements for the Parks Commission.  He noted that the budget requests are due on November 1 to the Town Board for 2005.  M. Renner also noted that the Town Board will include a small per diem reimbursement amount for per diem for the Parks Commission.  M. Renner also noted that official budget requests for the commission, which will be funded through a tax levy, will be due on October 1 after the 2 year planning period is completed.  He also noted that the only reporting requirement for the Parks Commission is at the annual Town meeting in April.  The possible format and content of the report due at the end of the 2-year study in 2006 was discussed.  

Discussion/Motion:
M. Renner read from the state statutes 60.66, 27.08, and 27.10.  He reviewed the powers and responsibilities of the Parks Commission.  M. Renner also discussed the Rustic Roads programs, green space requirements for developers and interfacing with the Planning Commission.  Other topics included the Township staff and workload, impacts of maintenance of parks and lands acquired by the Parks Commission, methods of obtaining lands, interfacing with the Village of New Glarus, Smart Growth process, aerial maps, state programs, and other township resources.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding the budget request for a survey and consultative costs of $10,000 to be sent forward to the Town Board.  L. Kempfer-Disch will submit the budget request.  Members will bring ideas for a survey letter to the next meeting.

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, the members moved the review of the Middleton Parks Plan to the next meeting.  T.  Stenberg distributed binders and copies of the statutes, the Middleton Parks Plan and meeting minutes to all of the board members.

Discussion/Motion:
Agenda items were discussed for the next meeting.  The next regularly scheduled meeting will be November 17, 2004, 7:00 pm.
