Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved D. Streiff second to approve Minutes of August 3, 2004 with amendments. Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
D. Streiff moved K. McKenzie second to approve Minutes of August 10, 2004. Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
N. Duerst submitted monthly payments.  Noted were the larger payments to Vierbicher and B. R. Amon for road maintenance and Sherry Wilde’s Engineering review.  Clerk questioned past practice for billing subdivisions for cost of development.    K. McKenzie moved D. Streiff 2nd to approve check #12362-12391 for general dispersement and checks #12358-12360 for payroll.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Motion:
P. Salter submitted request for a driveway deposit refund to Boetler Homes fbo Steve Gassman @ W5440 Sandrock Road.  D. Streiff moved and K. McKenzie second.  Motion carried.


Clerk submitted a change order request for Payne and Doyle from Vierbicher.  In reviewing the project on Legler Valley Road it was discovered that a fence did not need to be moved.  The result would be a decrease in materials and equipment needed to complete the project.  The financial impact would be a cost savings of $7,200.  

It was noted that the fence is actually on the Town right of way and the landowner should be notified that the fence is encroaching on the Towns right of way.

K. McKenzie moved to approve the change order.  D. Streiff second.  Motion carried.


Correspondence report included items from Green County Matching funds application, new road reporting form from the State of WI, UW Extension training, Smart Growth Training and minutes submitted by the Village for Joint Library and Intergovernmental meetings.  


Future Town meetings were scheduled for October 5, Budget planning meeting was scheduled for November 1 with the Budget Hearing set for November 16.  December’s Town meeting is set for December 7.

Public Comments:
Chairman noted that Smart Growth meetings were scheduled for September 27 and November 22.  To be held at the Green County Ag Building in Monroe at 7:00 p.m.

M. Renner also raised the question of whether or not the Town has a responsibility to uphold a subdivisions covenant in regards to driveway construction materials.  After a brief discussion it was unanimously decided that the Town would only be required to ensure that the drive met Town requirements.  Enforcement of the construction materials would be up to the language of the subdivision covenant.

M. Renner that the Town has a Sanitary District on the books that was originally established as part of a planned development that never took place.  The land is now owned by three parties.  After a brief discussion it was decided that the Sanitary District should be dissolved.  Without objection the clerk will initiate the process.  Parcels involved are 190.01, 190.02, 190.03 and 190.20.

M. Renner gave a land planning update.  The land planning commission has completed their evaluation of the economic development process and reported the overall disappointment in the process.

M. Renner reported on the Joint Library Referendum.  The Village exhibited a tremendous resistance to using a locked in fixed rate.  Majority of Village board seem to see a joint library as an extension of the Village and not as a separate entity similar to the School District.  There will not be a referendum submitted on the upcoming election ballot. Mark will draft a letter outlining the issues regarding the Library referendum.  
Patrolman Report:
Ben is nearly finished with the fall mowing.  He reported that Ms. Crawford has not gotten anything started on Titus road.  If her engineers do not get moving on this, the Town will not be able to finish their road will and the road will continue to have wash-out problems.  We’ll need to check to see if she has a local agent whom can act on her behalf.  

Steve Pitz is no longer a reserve plow driver.  He should be removed from the random drug test pool.  B. Schwoerer reported that we still have sufficient coverage for snowplowing.
