Proper proof of notice was duly noted.
Discussion/Motion:
Without objection item a. “Land Ordinance Amendment Hearing” was moved to the end of the chairman’s report.
Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved D. Streiff second to approve Minutes of July 13, 2004. Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
In the absence of the Treasurer, clerk submitted checks 12329-12341 for approval.  D. Streiff moved, K. McKenzie second.  Motion Carried.
Discussion/Motion:
P. Salter submitted requests for driveway refunds for Design Shelters-W6082 Irish Lane, Steve Grose-N8855 Irish Lane, Phil Thompson-N8390 Marty Road, and Gerry Torgeson-W6485 Co. H.  K. McKenzie moved to approve the refunds, D. Streiff second.  Motion carried.
Public Comments:
Chairman noted that any discussions regarding actions before the Planning Commission would be limited because it is a pending hearing and will come before the board at the time of filing the final plat.


Sherry Wilde wanted to discuss a new plat, as it was not an agenda item.  M. Renner directed her back to the Land Planning Commission.  


Chris Narveson voiced concerns regarding the process used for developing and changing ordinances.  He noted that he would like to see the Land Use Plan changes go to referendum.


Peggy Kruse is concerned about the water run-off issues related to the proposed Neuchatel development.   She noted that she has been in contact with the DNR and encouraged the board to review WI STAT. Chapter 87.3 regarding floodplain zoning.  She presented a copy of e-mail correspondence from Bob Hansis of the DNR and stated that he was not familiar with Ms. Wilde’s development project.

M. Renner noted that the Planning Commission has submitted the preliminary plan and plat information to the Town’s engineers for review.  They are already aware of the floodplains requirement acceptance and will be a part of the overall review of this and all other projects that would impact the floodplains.


Discussion/Motion:
Melissa Pierick spoke as a resident of Farmer’s Grove Road against the proposed Farmer’s Grove Speed Reduction Request.  Parties interested in reducing the speed limit were not present.  Without objection the speed limit request has been removed from the agenda until new documentation is received on the topic.
Chairman’s Report:
M. Renner report that the Transportation component had been submitted to Green County Planning.  The Economic Development meeting took place last Monday.  Information from that meeting will be forwarded onto the Land Planning Commission to complete.  There were also two Smart Growth Planning surveys.  Without objection the board agreed to pass them along to the Land Planning Commission to complete.

M. Renner spoke regarding the Smart Growth Planning process, noted that the meetings are posted and still resident participation is low.  He encouraged residents to attend as many of these meeting as possible to voice their concerns and recommendations.  The next Smart Growth Planning session is scheduled for September 27th.

M. Renner read The Village of New Glarus’ Resolution R04-23 Authorization to place binding referendum on November 2, 2004 ballot.  M. Renner reported that our Town Counsel, Dale Hustad is in the process of reviewing the language.  K. McKenzie clarified that the income generated from the approx. 1.35/1000 mill-rate would be used to maintain the new library.  Funding for the actual library building would need to be obtained separately.  After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved and D. Streiff second to authorize a Town of New Glarus Resolution to place on the November 2, 2004 ballot.  Motion carried.


M. Renner presented and read the proposed Land Use Plan revision.  Board members as well as residents were not comfortable with the language of the revision.  K. McKenzie and D. Streiff second moved to table the Land Use Plan Revision Hearing until the Land Planning Commission members could agree on the language.  The Land Planning Commission is ordered to give the Town Board progress reports at the November and January Regular Town Board Members.  Motion carried.

K. McKenzie moved and D. Streiff second to bring the Town’s legal counsel into the process of Land Use Plan as well as the extraterritorial planning with the Village.  Motion carried. Clerk will ask Dale if he can attend our September meeting.

Dodge needs new tires.  If there is money in the budget get the tires.  Ben will do one round of mowing.
