APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Library Intergovernmental Committee Chair Craig Foreback called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Present - Tom Myers, Craig Foreback, Suzi Janowiak, Steve Preston, Mark Renner, Dean Streiff, John Mulvihill, Barb Anderson, Marilee Steffen, and Brian Remer.   Others - Village Administrator Jim Mielke, Deputy Clerk Barb Roesslein, Acting Library Director Jaime Vache, Michael Bahr (Plunkett Raysich Architects), Axel Swanson, Arlene Swanson, Darrel Weber, and Melissa Shaw (Post-Messenger).  Motion by Barb Anderson, 2nd by Mark Renner to move item (5) Presentation of Architectural Review to follow after item (2) Approval of the minutes of the agenda as presented.  Motion carried. [Marilyn Christensen joined meeting at 7:00 p.m., Jane Martinson joined meeting at 8:00 p.m., and Bert Stitt joined meeting at 8:45 p.m.]

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion by Craig Foreback, 2nd by Tom Myers to approve the previous minutes.  Motion carried.

PRESENTATION OF ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW:  Michael Bahr of Plunkett Raysich Architects presented an architectural review of the Village Hall Building.  Through a Power Point presentation and various handouts, Mr. Bahr illustrated the existing square footage of the building along with projections for the years 2010 and 2020.  Mr. Bahr presented eight layouts, which represented four different combination of uses for the building.  The various options included converting the entire Village Hall space for library use; converting the Village Hall space to accommodate Village/Town of New Glarus Administrative use.  This option would require the Library to relocate out of the Village Hall.  Based on the space needs of all functions (i.e.: Library, Police, Village Administration) it was determined that the present site cannot accommodate all the space needs.  Discussion followed regarding building code requirements, ADA compliances, conversion of building in phases, and costs of conversion.  Consensus was that the referendum question on the November ballot will provide direction to the boards.

UPDATE: REFERENDUM QUESTION:  With the decision to use equalized valuation to determine the library levy the Village calculation had to be converted to the appropriate rate based on assessed value.  Village Administrator Mielke presented an outline on how the new rate of $1.22 was determined.     

DISCUSSION JOINT LIBRARY AGREEMENT:  Village Administrator Mielke handed out a memo from Attorney Vale dated 8/12/04 regarding the Joint Library Contract.  Consensus is to meeting on 9/9/04 to discuss Library Agreement. 

ADJOURNMENT:  Motion by Mark Renner at 9:05 p.m. to adjourn, 2nd by John Mulvihill.  Motion carried.
