Discussion/Action:
06/08/04 Minutes were submitted for approval.  D. Streiff moved to approve minutes as submitted.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried without objection.

Discussion/Action:
Renner explained that Treasurer Duerst was absent due to a death in the family and submitted the months payables in her place.  K. McKenzie moved to approve checks 12304-12325 D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried without objection.
Discussion:
Clerk reported that there were no driveway refund requests.  

Discussion/Action:
Clerk presented re-codification report (attached) and recommended that the board proceed with the $5,000 proposal from General Code.  She explained that the features that stood out from the other companies was their responsiveness to working with the Town, their prior work with the Village of New Glarus and they offered a better indexing system.  Salter explained that the $5,000 is an estimate based on pages and may be higher due to the implementation of our newly formed commissions and/or policy changes.  K. McKenzie moved and D. Streiff 2nd to proceed with the General Code re-codification project.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Action:
Pat Klossner came before the board to get the Town Board’s approval to move ahead with their plans to obtain a conditional use permit through Green County to operate a horse boarding and riding stable on their property.  They explained that they are planning to minimize any environmental impacts through prairie restoration, trail maintenance and      composting. All trails would be enclosed in fenced areas and no riders would be allowed on the roads.  They felt that only normal sized trucks or cars would use the roads leading to the facilities and did not feel there would be any significant traffic added as a result of the stables.   K. McKenzie moved to approve the request, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Discussion:
No public comments.
Discussion:
Gary Blazek of Vierbicher and Associates presented recommendations and bid specs.  The board authorized Vierbicher to place the necessary ads in the Postmessenger, collect the bids (bid opening will take place August 5th) and report back to the board at the August 10th meeting.

The August 10th meeting will be for the sole purpose of bid approval.

Discussion/Action:
M. Renner reported that the Land Planning Commission had submitted the proposed changes to the Land Use Plan and the Board would have their first public hearing to review the changes on August 3.

The next New Glarus Vision meeting is scheduled for July 26, 2004 at 7:30.
Renner reported that the Library subcommittee should have specific contractual language for referendum by our next meeting.
Renner proposed that we use select photos from the Rustic Roads Photo competition as Town artwork.  During the discussion it was decided that we would supply the Post Messenger information on the contest and encourage people to nominate other roads for consideration into the Rustic Roads program.  Pattie will contact Sue Moen with the information.

Patch and paving was completed and seal coating was under way.
