Proper proof of notice was duly noted.

Discussion/Motion:
S. Wilde requested to be on the next board meeting agenda.

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding information received in a more timely fashion.  L. Kempfer-Disch suggested that the Town Clerk, Pattie Salter, date stamp everything.  

Discussion/Motion:
Transportation was discussed.  Southwest Regional contains two pieces:  (1) a narrative, and (2) a number evaluative process.  Discussion was held regarding a number of items, including the comprehensive planning process and the traffic report from the county sheriff.  Numerical portion of transportation planning was also discussed, including items 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 31, 37, and 55.  M. Renner will be taking information back to the SW Regional Planning meeting.  Wisconsin DOT was discussed regarding a number of items, many of which were already in place, or relevant, or commercial.  Item #39 for Industrial or Commercial Park as a possibility was discussed.  Exeter Crossing Road was discussed.  

Discussion/Motion:
The undeveloped map was discussed.  Discussion included the Rustic Road program for Marty Road, Highway 69 corridor and passing traffic, Argue Road as the most traveled road in the township.  Information will be given to the Town Clerk, P. Salter to mail.  Written section of transportation and multiple check portion of document was discussed to be submitted to the Southwestern Regional Planning Commission.  The policy rating from 1 to 10 was discussed, including Pioneer Road and town parks.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion was held on the ordinance to amend Land Use Ordinance 5: Land Splits and Land Use.  Topics included historical observation, observations based on land use, and smart growth.  Spring Valley was discussed.  Land Type issue and not developing lands designated 1, 2, or 3 was discussed.  Farms with a second residence on a large lot was discussed.  A definition to limit to first-degree relation and continuous ownership was discussed.  Adaptive Re-use as a density issue, farm buildings, Highway 69, and Eau Claire were all discussed.  

Discussion/Motion:
 Re-use permit for buildings where private people would work with private money, and reasonably good housing was discussed.  S. Wilde took exception to the rule for this issue.  

Discussion/Motion:
First hearing was discussed and the language presented.  J. Ott moved to not agree with anything on the document.  K. Seward seconded the motion.  M. Renner asked for specifications.  The motion was withdrawn.

Discussion/Motion:
A town resolution was discussed.  Reference was made to a town board meeting.  It was noted that it was brought to the attention of the members and that more than 5 years of issues of the land use plan was discussed, with suggestions noted.  Topics of discussion noted were:  shared driveways unless such location is precluded by slope, distance, or other factor; existing parcels; farmstead definition; and common buildings and definitions.
