Discussion/Action:
05/11/04 Minutes were submitted for approval.  D. Streiff moved to approve minutes as submitted.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  M. Renner noted that minutes submitted seemed to be jumbled.  Moved to strike motion and requested that minutes be tabled until July meeting.  Motion carried without objection.

Discussion/Action:
Renner opened and read bids for crack sealing.  Received proposal and bond from Bartelt Enterprises and Fahrner Asphalt Sealers.

After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved to approve Bartlelt Enterprises bid of $1,850.  D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.

Discussion:
Clerk requested a driveway deposit refund for Boelter Homes FBO Rich Odegard of W5487 Sandrock road.  D. Streiff moved for refund, Ken McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Action:
Recodification report was tabled for July Meeting without objection.

Discussion/Action:
Clerk introduced Lindsay Wettach.  Salary compensation was discussed D. Streiff moved to accept recommendation of $8 per hour.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion to pay Deputy Clerk $8 per hour for recording Land Planning Meetings and preparation help carried.  Lindsay Wettach was sworn in as Deputy Clerk.  

Discussion/Action:
Treasurer submitted bills to be paid.  K. McKenzie moved to approve checks #12269-12288.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Public Comments:
Brett Davis was present and introduced himself as a Republican candidate running for Assembly in the 80th district.

Gof Thomson was also present and introduced himself as a Democratic candidate running for the same post.


Mona Sue French was present and expressed an interest in gifting their road to the Township.  M. Renner explained the gifting process and encouraged her to work with Town Patrolman and Town Building Inspector to ensure minimum road requirement could be met.


Linda Kempfer-Disch requested that the Board un-nominate the Land Planning Members from the Extra-territorial committee with the Village and nominate a resident to serve on the committee.  M. Renner explained the need that the board is comfortable with the make-up of member selection and emphasized the Towns responsibility in serving the constituents.  No action was taken.
Discussion:
Jim Peck of Vierbicher and Associates presented plans for work on Legler Valley Road from new bridge, South to Marty Road.  The plans were for the road to be 20’ wide with 2’ shoulders.
Jim explained that safety issues and long-term maintenance costs would play a roll in determining shoulder widths.  It will take about 4-6 weeks to get through the bidding process.  The actual job would only take about 3 weeks from mid-August through September.

After a brief discussion the board authorized Jim to review the project further and return to the July meeting with recommendations and bid specs with the possibility of authorization and bid letting at the July meeting.
Discussion/Action:
M. Renner reported on the 2nd quarterly special planning meeting with the Village.

Without objection the discussion shifted to recruiting for the parks and library committee items.

Renner reported that an ad had been placed in the Post Messenger seeking interested parties to serve on the new Parks Committee.  Clerk noted that nothing had been received to date.  Names were presented for consideration from board members as follows:

Once selected, the Parks committee will be responsible for assessing needs for facilities, budget, staff and implementation.  K. McKenzie moved D. Streiff 2nd to proceed with contacting persons noted and formalizing the Parks Committee.  Motion carried.

Discussion:
Nothing new to report on the Land Use Ordinance amendment.

M. Renner reported on the Library subcommittee meeting.  The committee is now in the process of agreeing on specific contractual language for referendum.  He noted that he is currently appointed to the Library Board, but would need to step back from it in the near future due to the time constraints and requested that an alternate step forward.

Discussion/Action:
M. Renner reported that the Land Planning Committee had requested definition clarification of density limitations as they pertained to public sewer and foreseeable future.  After some discussion M. Renner moved to indicate to the Planning Commission that the definition of “foreseeable future” is that some form of public sewer would be available within the lifetime of a modern septic mound system.  D. Streiff 2nd.  


M. Renner commented that the board deeply appreciates the concerns of our residents and hopes to put a rational plan in place to accommodate growth while maintaining the rural character of the township.

Meeting extended 15 minutes without objection.


K. McKenzie commented that he would feel more comfortable if Village services were provided to the Neuchatel development.  He is not happy with the developers’ opposition of annexation to provide sewer.


Motion carried.
Discussion/Action:
Ben reported that a new culvert will be installed Thursday to replace the cement culvert in front of the old cheese factory.

Patch and paving should be completed next week with seal coating being applied in a month.


M. Renner commended Ben on the timeliness of flood response.
