After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved to approve B.R. Amon’s Seal Coat bid of $17,650.  D. Streiff 2nd. Motion Carried.


K. McKenzie moved to approve Green County’s Wedging/Patch bid of $20,649.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.


After comparing the bids for crack fill, it was discovered that the definition of the work to be completed was advertised incorrectly.  K. McKenzie moved to reject the submitted bids for this reason and re-solicit the bids with accurate description of the area.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.  Clerk will work with Patrolman and publish/post a new bid request.  Patrolman will mark the area.

Discussion/Action:
Treasurer submitted bills to be paid.  K. McKenzie moved to approve checks #12241-12259.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Discussion:
Clerk reported that there were no driveway refund request, however she relayed information from F. Hankel that Blue Vista Road had been damaged by construction equipment.  F. Hankel had tried to contact Paul Chapman to ask about the damage, but had not heard back from him by the time he left.  Clerk will follow up on the issue with F. Hankel & B. Schwoerer.

Discussion/Action:
Recodification report was tabled for June 8th Meeting without objection.

Discussion/Action:
P. Salter explained that preparation and recording the Land Planning Commission meetings was taking a great deal of time away from the day-to-day operation of the Town Hall and requested that a Deputy Clerk be hired to assist in this area.  Lindsay Wettach has agreed to attend the Land Planning Commission meetings and take minutes and help out with preparing for the meetings.  K. McKenzie moved to hire a Deputy Clerk to serve in this capacity.  D. Streiff 2nd. Motion Carried.  Salary compensation will be reviewed and be addressed at the June 8th Meeting.

Public Comments:
M. Renner recused himself to make a public comment, D. Streiff temporarily assumed chair.  Renner passed along a citizen’s complaint regarding use of recreational vehicles without mufflers (specifically racing type dirt bikes) within the Township.   Not having mufflers on the vehicles makes them very loud and disruptive to neighbors.  P. Salter noted that she had talked with M. Doyle and was told that Green County does not currently have a noise ordinance, but that the State Statutes regarding noise would apply.  M. Renner reported that the citizen requested that the Town Board consider adapting a noise ordinance.


Linda Kempfer-Disch commented on the public notice for tonight’s meeting.  The notice stated that it was to be published in the Post Messenger but did was not.  P. Salter explained that the notice was e-mailed to the editor on the date listed and displayed in the 3 public posting places.   M. Renner confirmed that this is the normal notice procedure.

Howard Cosgrove reported on Library Oversight Committee’s last meeting.  He introduced Marilee Steffen who stated that the Library Oversight Committee had taken the project as far as they could.  It appears as though the Library will move toward selecting a building that will house the Library, The Village and the Town Offices. She presented the board with the following recommendations:

1. The New Glarus Library Board, The New Glarus Village Board, and The Town of New Glarus Board each appoint one or more of their members to a new Joint Library Expansion Committee.

2. Proceed with the official consideration of creating a joint library between the Village and Town of New Glarus.


The Library Board selected Wayne Duerst who has been working with the architects, John Mulvihill who has been working on contracts, etc. to serve on this committee.  The format of the contract was discussed briefly with M. Renner remarking that The Town would prefer to operate under an agreement similar to the one used with the Fire Department.  It was decided that a meeting would be necessary to hammer out some of the initial questions such as the type of agreement, monetary considerations, controls, etc.

An initial meeting was set up for 7 p.m. on June 3rd at the Village.  M. Renner will attend this initial meeting.  M. Steffen reported that Burt Stitt who was hired to facilitate the initial library selection process is still under contract and would be willing to work through the 1st initial meetings. 


M. Steffen also noted that the architect would be coming this Friday and requested that we complete our space survey and return it to them prior to their meeting.

Discussion/Action:
Patrick O’Brien was not present.  Matter was closed without objection.

Discussion/Action:
M. Renner reported that the Village of New Glarus had adopted an interim zoning ordinance for extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction in the 1.5-mile radius within the Towns of New Glarus and Exeter.  The Town has 30 days to select committee members to serve on a new Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.  M. Renner recommended that the initial members be made up of the currently seated Town Board Members and an additional 3 alternatives: Robert Elkins, Darryl Murken and the third to be named at a later date.


Renner noted that he has had conversations with Karen Talarczyk, but did not have confirmation from her at this time.   Others interested in serving on this committee were:  Todd Duerst and Linda Kempfer-Disch.


D. Streiff moved to appoint the current board members to serve as the Primary committee members on the new Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee with an additional 3 alternatives: Robert Elkins, Darryl Murken and the third to be named at a later date.   K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion Carried.


Clerk was instructed to send the Village a certified resolution noting our initial members.

Discussion/Action:
Terms of the Land Planning Commission was discussed.  M. Renner explained that terms were established at the Last Land Planning Commission meeting.  None of the current commission members will be able to continue after their current terms expire without taking a 1-year hiatus.  He noted that Dwayne Sherven was selected to fill the seat vacated by D. Dorn.  Dwayne will serve a 3-year term.  We will need to recruiting 2 new members.  


After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved to use April 30th as the official date of appointment.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion:
Without objection road review discussion was tabled until after the Annual Meeting.

Discussion/Action:
Clerk submitted requests for driveway refund to Troll House Builders and Design Shelters.  D. Streiff moved, K. McKenzie 2nd to refund deposits.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Action:
P. Salter reported that after speaking with Charter, it was not cost effective to have cable brought to the building.  After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved to subscribe to TDS’ DSL package of $99/mo plus a one-time fee of $199 for a modem and activation.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

P. Salter reported that many of the Recodification proposals were from 2001 and asked that the item be tabled until the May meeting to provide all vendors to submit new bids.  Motion carried without objection.

Discussion:

M. Renner reported that the Village had requested to move the Special Joint Vision meeting from 7 to 7:30 p.m. on May 27th.  The meeting will be held at our office.  Clerk will verify agenda with the Village and post as an official meeting.  The Village has requested that the clerk’s take turns taking minutes and have requested that Pattie take minutes at this meeting. 

Discussion:
M. Renner reported on the last Land Planning Meeting.  Questions were raised in reviewing the Hwy 39 development that need the Town Board to review the density limitations being lifted when there is an expectation of Village Sewer.  Clerk will add the topic to the June board meeting agenda.

Discussion:
M. Renner addressed the potential conflict of interest.  It was noted that it is customary for all members of the plan commission to recuse themselves from any and all transactions that they have a personal interest in.  He invited anyone in attendance to submit evidence that use of an office had been used for personal gain.  It was noted that as of the time of the meeting no one had produced any written proof or evidence to suggest a conflict of interest and as such the matter is closed.

Discussion/Action:
Without objection Bob Buehl was re-appointed Weed Commissioner for The Town of New Glarus.

Discussion:
B. Schwoerer reported that the chainsaw needed to be replaced and M. Renner instructed him to replace it.

Discussion/Action:
B. Schwoerer requested that the Legler Valley Road discussion be tabled to the June Meeting.  Tabled without objection.
