PROOF OF POSTING:

Discussion/Action: 
M. Renner moved to approve minutes as corrected, J. Ott 2nd.  After a brief discussion it was decided that clerk will not mail out draft minutes.  Motion carried.

Discussion: 
M. Renner reported that the Town Board deferred the issue of “likelihood of sewer in the foreseeable future” to June’s meeting.  As such, S. Wilde would only be allowed to submit information for discussion purposes only.

Discussion:
S. Wilde, recused herself to present a new preliminary plat for informational/discussion purposes only.


Clerk will note that map 2 presented changes from Map 1 previously submitted.


S. Wilde explained that lots had been changed from 35 to 31.  R. Talarczyk noted that he would like to get input from soil expert to determine if lots in the NW section will accommodate duplex-type sewer.


Berm ownership and maintenance responsibilities were discussed.  S. Wilde stated that the berm would be owned/maintained by the condo/homeowners association.  M. Renner suggested that S. Wilde work with an attorney who has experience working with condo-type agreements.  Perhaps they could set up a drainage district with the homeowners within the development.


Citizens of Duerst Road issues included:   The Citizens also expressed a desire to enter into a   Other issues discussed were:

1. The number of mature trees along the berm that would be lost.

2. Request for independent verification on how the sewer system will work with the large number of condo-type units.

3. The potential of some type of covenant between the condo/homeowners association, and the residents/concerned citizens of Duerst road that the condo/homeowners association maintain adequate liability insurance to cover catastrophic damages suffered by the Duerst Road residents.

4. Legal requirements of developer to submit environmental impact study with preliminary plat.

Discussion: 
M. Renner reported that the Town Board had appointed that existing seated members of the board to serve on the Extra-territorial zoning committee.  He also noted that the Village will appoint 3 persons and the Town of Exeter will appoint 3 persons from their municipality.

Discussion/Action: 
K. Seward moved to schedule the next meeting for May 19th, M. Renner 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion: 
Linda Kemper-Disch asked that the planned development take public safety with regard to road access into consideration and asked that it be added to future agendas.

There being no further business M. Renner moved, K. Seward 2nd to adjourn. Motion carried 9:10 adjourned.
