Discussion/Action:
Minutes were submitted for approval.  K. McKenzie moved to approve minutes of 3/1/04.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Action:
Treasurer submitted bills to be paid.  K. McKenzie moved to approve checks #12184-19198.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Public Comments:
Howard Cosgrove reported on Library Oversight Committee’s last meeting and gave the Board copies of the engineering plans received.  Two main areas will be reviewed:  1.  Can existing site handle needs?  2.  Costs to remodel vs. rebuild.


Patrick O’Brien came before the board regarding the “off-road” issues on neighboring property.  Clerk asked for Mr. O’Brien’s summary of complaint.  He did not have it and promised to get a copy to her.  He reported that Mr. Nelson has been co-operative and he is content to leave the enforcement of the issue to the police.  He thanked the Board for the increased police patrolling.


He asked to be put on the next Town Board Agenda to discuss the possibility of creating a Town “Wolf-Dog” ordinance.  He stated that he has a neighbor that has a problem animal that has been known to run loose.  M. Renner informed him that there are currently provisions in place to deal with this issue.  He should contact the Sheriffs Department and file a complaint.  The officer has the power to issue a written warning to the animal’s owners as well as to take a dangerous animal with out the owner’s permission.  Clerk will add to May’s Agenda.

Discussion/Action;
M. Renner presented a potential Land Use Amendment for the Boards review.  The amendment would address large lot developments. After a brief discussion, D. Streiff moved to go forward on implementing the amendment.  K. McKenzie 2nd. The motion.   Motion carried.  The first of 2 Public Hearing Dates for the proposed Land Use Plan Amendment was set for August 3, 2004.

Discussion/Action:
Terms of the Land Planning Commission was discussed.  M. Renner explained that terms were established at the Last Land Planning Commission meeting.  None of the current commission members will be able to continue after their current terms expire without taking a 1-year hiatus.  He noted that Dwayne Sherven was selected to fill the seat vacated by D. Dorn.  Dwayne will serve a 3-year term.  We will need to recruiting 2 new members.  


After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved to use April 30th as the official date of appointment.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion:
Without objection road review discussion was tabled until after the Annual Meeting.

Discussion/Action:
Clerk submitted requests for driveway refund to Trollhouse Builders and Design Shelters.  D. Streiff moved, K. McKenzie 2nd to refund deposits.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Action:
P. Salter reported that after speaking with Charter, it was not cost effective to have cable brought to the building.  After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved to subscribe to TDS’ DSL package of $99/mo plus a one-time fee of $199 for a modem and activation.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

M. Renner reported that the next Smart Growth Meetings are May 24 at 7:30 p.m. and July 26 at 7:30 p.m. both will be held Monroe.  Village Joint Meeting is scheduled for May 27.

Road Maintenance was discussed as part of the Patrolman’s report.  Ben submitted quotes from Green County for gravel work on Pioneer Road ($1,500), Kemper Lane  ($7,214), Legler Valley Road ($5,100), Titus ($10,378) and Ufkin Lane ($4,530).  Ben will work with Jeff at Green County to find a way to stabilize the shoulder and reconstruct the road next year.
