Minutes of Town of New Glarus Planning Commission
March 10, 2004

PROOF OF POSTING:

Discussion/Action:
J. Ott moved to approve the minutes of 2/19/04, 2nd by M. Renner. Motion carried.

Discussion:
M. Renner spoke to the committee regarding appointment and terms of the planning members.  He recommended that 2004 term lengths be determined at tonight’s meeting by either volunteer or drawing lots.  The Newly appointed person would serve a 3-year term.  M. Renner also reported that Dean Streiff and Ken McKenzie, of the Town Board were appointed to serve as reserve members.  When in attendance they will have a voice in committee discussions.

Per diems were discussed.  Officially appointed members will be given a $20 per diem for regularly scheduled meetings and $25 for site reviews.

M. Renner cautioned members that the Open Records Law applies to them as well as the Town Board and that breaking this law would result in fines of up to $300 per person.

J. Ott suggested that the chair should receive a larger compensation and an active role in setting the agenda.  Clerk will add this discussion to the Town Board Agenda.

M. Renner requested that the clerk order 6 Town Statute books from the UW Extension.

Discussion/Action:
After a brief discussion the committee drew lots for terms.  John Ott will serve a 3-year term to expire 2007; Sherry Wilde will serve a 2-year term to expire 2006; Robert Elkins will serve a 1-year term to expire 2005; Keith Seward will serve a 1-year term to expire 2005; John Freitag will serve a 2-year term to expire 2006; Mark Renner will serve by appointment after next years election.   Again, the new appointment will serve a 3-year term to expire 2007.   Terms were set without objection.

Discussion:
The commission briefly discussed the anniversary date of appointment, i.e. April 30 vs. January.  J. Ott was in favor of a date that would correspond with the Town Board Terms.   More research on the topic is necessary before choosing the anniversary date.  M. Renner will report findings at next meeting.

Discussion:
Extraterritorial Agreement with the Village was discussed.  R. Renner reported that the Village was moving forward with plans to establish an Extraterritorial Agreement with the Town of New Glarus and a small portion of the Town of Exeter.  In the event that this goes through, a Joint Planning Committee with the participating municipalities would be formed.  The committee would be made up of representatives from the Village and Towns.  M. Renner suggested that R. Elkins serve this Joint Committee.

Discussion:
Smart Growth discussion included completing the utilities form portion of the Comprehensive Planning Process worksheet.  The completed worksheets must be turned in by March 12.

The next Smart Growth meeting is scheduled for the 22nd of March at the Pleasant View Complex in Monroe.  Attendance of Planning Commission members was encouraged if possible. Clerk will notice the meeting.

Discussion:
M. Renner reported that there was no new information to present on the Weisenberg project. 

Discussion:
The Sippy house will not be moved as earlier reported.  Childs’ Moving has withdrawn from the project and Badger Contracting has been assigned the project.  No further discussion.

Discussion:
The next Planning Commission meeting was scheduled for April 14, 2004.


M. Renner requested that members should notify Pattie if they know they won’t be able to attend a meeting.  This will allow her to contact the newly appointed reserve members to ensure a quorum is present.

Being no further business for the commission M. Renner moved J. Ott 2nd to adjourn.  Motion carried 8:40 adjourned.
