D. Streiff moved to approve 1/6/09 Regular Town Board minutes as presented; D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried

Wind Energy Systems Ordinance Adoption:
· R. Elkins moved to approve the WES as published and presented, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried.

Candidates for Judge:

· Dan Gartzke introduced himself as a candidate for Green County Judge.
· Tim Burns was not able to make this evenings meeting.

Margaret Schmidt Conditional Use Request:


· Peg applied to Green County to use her Farm on Hwy H for weekend retreats for small groups of @ 6 people.  The barn and land would stay agricultural. K. Seward explained that the Town of New Glarus does not have an ordinance applies to this type of request.  K. Seward signed the Green County Zoning Conditional Use Permit without objections.

Steven Miller Tower Discussion:


· Steve Miller was present and noted that Crown Castle Management was working on the permit. 

· Expressed concern over retroactive permitting application fees for existing structures. 


· He also wanted to know if the Town of New Glarus planned to adopt similar ordinances for other businesses within the Town to enforce insurance issues. R. Elkins answered if public health or safety issues were a factor the Town would review on a case by case basis. 

· K. Seward reiterated that emergency calls would be billed $500 per occurrence, per service provided.

Patrolman’s Report:


· Truck Update –The truck has been delivered there have been minor adjustments made to the truck. Sander will be swapped out with the correct one and a larger toolbox will be mounted at no cost.

He would like to put steps on the truck which will cost about $300. Without objection Dennis should order the steps.

Lettering will cost $140 with logo about $275.  Without objection Dennis will get lettering in script for around $140.

· Snow Removal Update – Hasn’t had to plow lately.

· Legler Valley Road – Culvert and bumps need to be addressed.


· K. Seward noted that he received a letter from the Department of Transportation for bailout money for road projects. He referred the letter to Vierbicher.

Planning Commission Report:
Darrow Discussion:

Ron Tractenberg was present to discuss the Darrow’s new Edelweiss Development.  Tonight Ron is here to bring the Town Board up to date on the project and see if the Town Board is comfortable with the way the project is headed. The overview of the project appears acceptable. D. Streiff moved to approve, R. Elkins 2nd. K. Seward moved to amend the motion for a non-binding resolution to the Town Board in support of the Darrow concept, not to exceed eight duplex structures for a maximum of 16 units, including the neighbor exchange to shift the boundaries of the lots, the elimination of one lot on the south of Edelweiss Road in exchange for the division of the single lot to the north and east into two lots (per the attached); J. Hoesly 2nd. Amended motion carried.

Finance Committee Report:

· Accounts Receivable Aging List: D. Streiff reported that Sherry Wilde made another payment and now owes $495.72. 
· Accounting Reports and Bank Reconciliation: P. Salter distributed reports for December, January and February.

· D. Streiff moved to approve January checks: 14846-14860 C. Narveson 2nd.  Motion carried. All checks are consecutive with no voids.


· D. Streiff moved to approve November checks: 14861-14901.  D. Streiff noted that these payments include payments for Pioneer Road and the new fire truck, EMS and Fire dues, tax settlement.  C. Narveson 2nd.  Motion carried.


· Tax Collection – February Settlement is due February 20th. Request for payment is included on check report.

Chairman’s Report:


· Hwy 39 & Zentner Electric Pole and Snow Plow Discussion – K. Seward explained that they had complaints related to this location. The County plows 39 we plow Zentner. It is difficult to maintain the snow banks with the pole in the way. 

Alliant reviewed the location and agreed that the pole needs to be moved. Clerk should make sure proper road opening permit is obtained prior to project.

The Parks Commission would like the board to consider allowing for walking/bike path space in future road work planning.
