JOINT EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONING COMMITTEE MEETING 

TOWN OF NEW GLARUS / VILLAGE OF NEW GLARUS / TOWN OF EXETER

November 18, 2008
Minutes

Chairman Keith Seward called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Village of New Glarus Representatives present – Roy Kempfer, Steve Wisdom and Wayne Duerst.  Town of New Glarus Representatives present –Keith Seward, Dean Streiff and Chris Narveson.  Others: Tom and Laura Weber, Andrea Priebe, and Don Thompson.
PROOF OF POSTING

Chairman Keith Seward attested to the posting of the agendas.

APPROVAL OF DECEMBER 10, 2007 MINUTES

Dean Streiff asked for the correction of his name in the 4th paragraph of the minutes pertaining to the motion, which indicates his name as “Dennis”.   Motion by Steve Wisdom to approve the amended minutes for the 10/25/06 meeting, 2nd by Dean Streiff.   Motion carried.

Public Hearing: Ordinance 06-10 – extraterritorial zoning ordinance  

Mark Roffers of Vandewalle & Associates gave an overview of the development of the Extraterritorial Zoning Ordinance with the goal to create unified zoning regulations and increase intergovernmental cooperation between the Town of New Glarus and Village of New Glarus within the Extraterritorial Area.  Mr. Roffers noted that the proposed Extraterritorial Zoning Map doesn’t encompass the entire Extraterritorial Area of 1-1/2 mile radius from the Village boundaries.  The map includes three newly created main districts: A-P (Agricultural and Woodland Preservation), AP-L (Limited Agricultural & Woodland Preservation) and A-T (Agricultural Transition).  Mr. Roffers also noted that if the ETZ Ordinance is adopted, both the Town and Village would need to modify their existing ordinances to match the ETZ Ordinance particularly the subdivision ordinances.

Public Comments:

· Jack Greenspan (Town Resident) questioned that the map shows four zoning districts, but the text indicates two additional districts. Mr. Roffers responded that the two districts not mapped were created to be available for future mapping.

· Jack Greenspan (Town Resident) noted that he lives off of Valley View and on the map it shows a public street into his property, but it’s actually two driveways.  Mr. Roffers will amend the map to indicate this.

· Bill Oemichen (Town Resident) questioned if the Village boundaries change because of annexations would this extend the Extraterritorial Zoning area and what is the process.  It was noted that the area could only be extended through an amendment to the ETZ Ordinance and map.

· Bill Oemichen (Town Resident) questioned if the newly adopted State Law (ATCP 51) will pertain in the ETZ area.  The answer was yes.

· Darrel Weber (Village Resident) questioned who is the ETZ Administrator and how is this person chosen.  The Village Zoning Administrator is the ETZ Administrator. 

· Brian Aebly (Town Resident) questioned if a master plan would be created as an extension of the ETZ Ordinance.  Mr. Roffers replied that both the Town of New Glarus and Village of New Glarus have adopted Comprehensive Plans.

· Bill Oemichen (Town Resident) asked for clarification to the definition of “General Agricultural Use” (page 43 of ordinance) in regards to §305-110 A-P District.  It was noted that operations of less than or equal to 500 animals units is a permitted use and those over 500 animals units are a conditional use.

· Tom Myers (Village Resident) questioned if property, which is not located in the ETZ area, between Highland Subdivision and Windmill Ridge could it be subdivided.  Chairman Seward stated that the area is already subdivided and build out.

With no further public comments, Chris Narveson moved to close the public hearing at 7:45 p.m., 2nd by Dean Streiff.  Motion carried.  

CONSIDERATION OF ORDINANCE 06-10-extraterritorial zoning ordinance
Chairman Seward stated that the Committee had struggled with the language to §305-120 Keeping of Animals, which prompt Committee members to rewrite the proposed text.  The consensus was to better define hobby farms and exotic animals.  Keith Seward moved to replace the existing text of §305-120 except the animal chart (which will remain) with new text present (attached to these minutes), 2nd by Chris Narveson.  Motion carried.

Chairman Seward stated his appreciation for everyone’s contribution to the development of the Extraterritorial Zoning Ordinance and would like the Village to reconsider reducing the 1-1/2 mile radius of the ETZ area for plat review by the Village Plan Commission.  If the Village isn’t in favor of this proposal then would they consider authorizing the Joint ETZ Committee as the reviewing authority.  Chairman Seward moved to approve Resolution R4-06 Extension of Extraterritorial Zoning Period as read into these minutes (attached as exhibit A), 2nd by Chris Narveson.  Chairman Seward indicated the extension would give the Village time to consider the authorization of the Joint ETZ Committee as the review authority and to create a Joint Board of Appeals (as stated in R4-06).  Discussion followed regarding alternatives to extending the ETZ timeline and Town representation being maximized.   ROLL CALL VOTE:  Kempfer – no; Duerst – no; Wisdom – no; Streiff – no; Narveson – no; Seward – no.  Motion failed.

Motion by Keith Seward that the Town of New Glarus and Village of New Glarus Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee recommends that the Village Board adopt the Extraterritorial Zoning Map dated 9/21/06 and as amended to reflect the change for the Tom Boelter, 10.22 acre, lot #2, CSM 1317, from zone AP-l to zone A-T and as amended to reflect the annexation of the Neuchatel annexation, and the Extraterritorial Zoning Ordinance dated 10/27/06 and as amended during the Joint ETZ meeting held on 11/15/06, 2nd by Roy Kempfer.  ROLL CALL VOTE:  Kempfer – yes; Duerst – yes; Wisdom – yes; Streiff – yes; Narveson – yes; Seward – yes.  Motion carried.

Motion by Keith Seward to recommend to the Village of New Glarus Village Board to establish the following:

a. The Joint ETZ Committee shall be authorized to act as reviewing authority with regard to all plat and CSM reviews submitted within 1.5 mile extraterritorial plat review authority as established by state statutes, and

b. The Village shall establish a Board of Appeals consisting of an equal number of Village and Town registered voters to review all zoning appeals issues arising within the ETZ authority (as defined by the ETZ map).

2nd by Chris Narveson.  ROLL CALL VOTE:  Kempfer – yes; Duerst – yes; Wisdom – yes; Streiff – yes; Narveson – yes; Seward – yes.  Motion carried.

Keith Seward moved to recess at 8:40 p.m., 2nd by Chris Narveson.  Motion carried.

Keith Seward moved to reconvene at 8:52 p.m., 2nd by Chris Narveson. Motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT

Motion by Dean Streiff, 2nd by Roy Kempfer to adjourn. Motion carried.
