JOINT EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONING COMMITTEE MEETING 

TOWN OF NEW GLARUS / VILLAGE OF NEW GLARUS 
January 7, 2009
Minutes

Chairman Wayne Duerst called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Village of New Glarus Representatives present – Lloyd Lueschow, Steve Wisdom and Wayne Duerst.  Town of New Glarus Representatives present –Dean Streiff, Keith Seward and Chris Narveson.  Others: Karen Talarczyk, Robert Elkins, and Village Administrator Nicholas Owen.

APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER, 19 2008 MINUTES

Motion by Lloyd Lueschow to approve the minutes for the 11/19/08 meeting, 2nd by Dean Streiff.  Motion carried.

RECOMMENDATION ON REVISIONS TO VILLAGE OF NEW GLARUS PERIPERAL AND EXTRATERRITORIAL AREA PLAN: Wayne Duerst stated for this meeting the Committee will review a list of concerns from a letter from Keith Seward  titled “ETZ 1/7/09 Meeting” and vote on each item as we move down the list.  
1) This issue was agreed upon at the November 19th meeting.

2) Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Chris Narveson to recommend adding “Boundary Agreements” after “storm water management study” on pg 2, Chapter 1 (C).  Lloyd Lueschow stated that he opposed the addition because the section is referring to existing documents and currently there are no boundary agreements between the Village and Town.  Motion carried with Lueschow opposing.  

3) Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Dean Streiff to revise Chapter 5 (B) 11 on page 46 to read “These include extraterritorial zoning, subdivision ordinances, Intergovernmental Agreements and/or Boundary Agreements.  Lloyd Lueschow stated that he opposed the revision because currently there are no boundary agreements between the Village and Town.  Motion carried with Lueschow opposing.
4) Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Dean Streiff to revise Chapter 5 2 h on page 56 to read “Prior to annexation or construction of municipal sewer facilities to Future Village neighborhood areas, the ETZ shall enforce extraterritorial zoning and subdivision ordinances that limit the density in accordance with established zones” and to eliminate the rest of the paragraph.  Seward explained that he felt the rest of the paragraph is redundant as it details the portion of the ETZ Ordinance that this section refers to.  Administrator Owen requested that the section stating “ETZ shall enforce” should be changed back to “Village shall enforce” as this is a Village Plan.  Seward stated that this amendment was acceptable.  Motion carried as amended.

5) Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Chris Narveson to revise Chapter 5 (C) to read “Prior to annexation or construction of municipal sewer facilities to Future Business/Industrial areas, the Village shall enforce extraterritorial zoning and subdivision ordinances that limit the density in accordance with established zones” and eliminate the rest of the paragraph.  Seward explained the change is again for the elimination of redundant language.  Motion carried.  

6) Item agreed upon at last ETZ Meeting.  

7) Town requests revision at next convenient time but will not request amendment with this plan.

8) Item agreed upon at last ETZ meeting. 

9) Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Chris Narveson to omit paragraphs a, b, d and f of Chapter 5 (C) Rural Neighborhoods.  Seward feels that this these paragraphs make it exceedingly hard for Town residents to develop their land.  Lloyd Lueschow stated that the one of the main goals of the  ETZ Code was to preserve agricultural land and that  this section is aimed at doing just that.  Motion failed on a tie vote, Seward, Narveson and Strieff in favor, Lueschow, Wisdom and Duerst opposed.  

10)  Keith Seward proposed eliminating Chapter 5 Urban Reserve as he felt that this was not part of the ETZ discussion.  Administrator Owen referred the Committee to Dan Moser’s letter dated September 24th responding to the Town’s concerns with the PEAP.  On the 2nd page Mr. Moser explains that this section was included in the Village’s original plan and includes updates to include zoning districts from the ETZ Ordinance.  Lloyd Lueschow noted that this section is visionary and refers to a possible land use beyond the present 20-year planning period and is not meant to exert control over the Town.  Seward withdrew the request to delete this section.  

11) This item was agreed upon at the last ETZ Meeting.

12) Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Dean Streiff to delete the last sentence of Chapter 6 (D) 2 on page 79.  Discussion centered on the Village’s ability to annex Town land.  Dean Streiff recommended revising the motion to end the sentence after “limited” and eliminate the rest of the sentence.  The Village members felt this would be an acceptable compromise.  Keith Seward withdrew his motion.  Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Dean Streiff to amend the last sentence of Chapter 6 (D) 2 on page 79 to end after “limited”, eliminating the rest of the sentence.  Motion carried.  
13) Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Wayne Durest to revise Chapter 6 (D) 3 to read “Village annexations shall be limited to areas designated by this plan as Urban Service area or as agreed upon in Intergovernmental Agreements or Boundary Agreements as approved by the Town and Village Boards.  Motion carried.

Wayne Durest recommended that all references in the document to Towns (plural) be changed to Town (singular)

Keith Seward mentioned the document refers to the Town of Exeter and they did not participate in the process and should likely be removed from the document.  

Motion by Steve Wisdom, 2nd by Chris Narveson to recommend adoption of the plan with the revisions from tonight’s meeting and the 11/19/08 meeting.  Motion carried.  

ADJOURNMENT
