C. Narveson moved to approve 2/10/09 Regular Town Board minutes as presented; R. Elkins 2nd.  Motion Carried

Patrolman’s Report:
· Bids for Dodge Truck – We’ve received 2 bids for the truck. One from Roger Clark in the amount of $4,600 and one from Roy Lassen in the amount of $4,500.

C. Narveson moved to accept the bid for $4,600, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion Carried. Clerk will notify both parties and let Roger Clark know that he is responsible for the taxes. Motion carried.

· Truck Logo – Pattie explained that she and Dennis had been working on a logo for the side of the truck. Presented three options. The majority (5) of the board preferred the apple with the arrow through it. (1) Member preferred the simple text design. Without objection the clerk will order the sign for the new truck.

· Weight Limit Signs – Pattie noted that Dennis would be posting the seasonal weight limit signs next week.

· Legler Valley Road - K. Seward reported that Vierbicher reviewed the inverted speed bumps and will present potential solutions at next months meeting.

C. Narveson noted that there are rocks falling off the edge of the curve near J. Hoesly’s home. It’s a straight cut where there is no topsoil; the base seems to be rotten limestone. It seems that this will be a continual problem. It does not appear to pose any immediate threats but should be looked at. K. Seward will mention it to Vierbicher.

· Review Village Plan Commission Results - K. Seward handed out information from the meeting.

D. Streiff noted that the Bereavement policy does not address significant others. He proposed that the policy should be reevaluated after the recent death of D. Nielson’s girlfriend. Without objection the discussion will be added to next months agenda.
Parks Commission Report:

· Russ Whitacre was present to discuss possible land purchase for parks and Town Hall. One location that has been reviewed is owned by the Babler Family Trust. The site has 67.14 acres on NN near the New Glarus Woods State Park. Russ talked to Kathy Gibson, Chris Young and another sister. Their father never wanted to see the land developed. They had it listed at $660,000. The land is not currently listed with a realtor and they are now proposing $575,000 for the full 67.14 acres. They are willing to divide the land if they had the right buyer.

Planning Commission Report:
