Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of  the January 9, 2006,  Regular Town Board Meeting and January 9, 2006, Public Hearing were reviewed.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second to approve the minutes of both meetings.  Motion carried.  
Discussion:
K. Seward introduced Carol Holmes as the new Parks Commission member.  

Discussion/Motion:
Voegeli Farms/Bjoin Limestone presented their request for a temporary asphalt plnat.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve the temporary gravel pit/conditional use permit.  Plant is to be removed by July 15, 2006.  


Discussion of the Dahlk road dedication was held.  K. McKenzie would like the engineer to at least review the road.  D. Streiff agreed.  Ben will contact the engineer and arrange for the review.  No action at this time as the matter is deferred until the engineering report is complete.  

Treasurer’s report:
Checks were presented for approval.  T. Stenberg reported on the tax collection.  She is meeting with the county treasurer tomorrow morning.  Check numbers 13133 to 13146 along with checks 12577 to 12638.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, motion carried.  It was noted that Nita will resume her duties as Treasurer after the bond is transferred, sometime after February 16, 2006.  

Clerk’s report:
A driveway refund request was made for John Brey at W6099 Hwy 39.  D. Streiff moved, K. McKenzie second, motion carried.

Clerk reported on correspondence regarding the library, garbage change complaints, Mike Rahberger request to not be charged for garbage when is already paying for commercial pickup, Sherry Wilde correspondence. 


The Board will consider contracted salt/plowing for March. 


A resident is concerned about excess salt.  K. McKenzie feels that safety issues are paramount.  Efforts will be made to cut down.


K. McKenzie supports Gof Thompson’s  suggestions to purchase the laptop from local vendors and moved to allow up to $1000 to purchase it with accessories.  D. Streiff seconded, motion carried.  

Clerk reported on her upcoming medical leave.
