Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved to approve the minutes of 10/75/2005 as presented.  K. Seward 2nd.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Motion:
Nita presented checks #12887-12945 for payment.  K. McKenzie moved to approve these payments, K. Seward 2nd.  Motion Carried.  Nita requested the addition of checks number 12949 for CNA Surety for her tax collection bond, #12847 state taxes, #12846 Federal taxes and #12848 Wisconsin retirement system.  K. McKenzie moved to amend the motion to include checks #12887-12949 K. Seward 2nd.  Revised motion carried.
Clerk’s Report:
Driveway refund requests were submitted for Randy Lampier, Mark Scheenburg, and Roger Nordorft and the Woodtick K. McKenzie moved to refund the deposits as submitted.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Correspondence included an update from Mark Steichen of Boardman Suhr regarding a rescheduling conference which will take place on December 6 at 10:00.  We do not need to attend this as the attorneys will schedule the court date amongst themselves.
Also presented was a letter from the Department of Revenue that stated that the Town of New Glarus is currently out of compliance on our major class assessed valuation for 2006.  Craig Galhouse had already notified us of this and has scheduled a re-evaluation to bring us back into the acceptable range of 10%.
Clerk reported that we are interviewing three people for the Part-Time patrolman.  We hope to have someone selected by the December meeting.
K. Seward reported that we published a news release and sent letters out to our residents notifying them of potential fire risks as identified by the Fire District.  Response was very favorable.

Norma Mauer has sold her cattle and signed an agreement to the conditions set forth by the Town.

K. Seward reported that Neuchatel’s expenses have exceeded the $5,000 escrow deposit.  State Ordinance 15-3-5 (s) allows for us to adopt additional escrow requirements if they choose to.   We expect that the costs will exceed the initial escrow deposit by several thousand dollars.  Both K. McKenzie and D. Streiff support enforcing the clause in the ordinance.
Motion:
K. McKenzie moved to exercise the escrow account addition provision as stated in Ordinance 15-3-5 (s) in the amount of $5000.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Budget Considerations:
K. Seward proposed passing a resolution in December to charge back the cost of trash pickup and recycling to our residents.  P. Salter noted that the charge would be added to the 2006 bills that would be mailed in December 2006 and paid in 2007 for services that were provided in 2006.

Dale and Pattie will work on a resolution to present at our December meeting.
