Regular Town Board Meeting

CALL TO ORDER: 
K. Seward at 7:00 PM – Swiss Miss Center.  

Proof of Posting:
Proper proof of notice was duly noted. 
Discussion/Motion:
D. Streiff moved to grant variance on the Gehl variance request. J. Hoesly 2nd. K. Seward moved to amend the motion with the condition that the Town will approve the Condo Association Agreement and the condo plat. Amendment is passed. R. Elkins 2nd. Amended motion carried. No further discussion on the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion/Motion:
K. Seward moved to accept the Darrow variance request with the following conditions:

1. Each of the 8 lots will have either a single family dwelling unit condo or a duplex condo; cap projects (within the Town of New Glarus) @ 16 condo dwelling units

2. Cul-de-sac and road built to Town specifications. Inspected by town engineer during construction and as built @ cost to Developer.

3. Town has option to accept cul-de-sac and road at a later date at its discretion and without condo association’s approval.

4. Buildings on the 3 lots to the South of cul-de-sac and road are restricted to single story w/exposed basement.

5. Deed restricted exterior colors as earth tones – per architectural standards

6. No further land splits.

7. Land dedication for extension of future road to West (extension to be at Town’s option).

8. Septic system maintenance – Town would be enforcer of last resort with costs by condo association.

9. Eliminate 1 lot South of condo dwellings road (provide for green space and roadway extensions to East)

10. Town shall have review and approval authority of condo association agreement.

11. Architectural standards shall be described within condo association agreement and developer’s agreement.

12. Impact fees shall be paid by developer (or builder) at current fee per dwelling unit. (This stipulation shall be described within the developers agreement)

13. The development shall fully comply with current code Chapter 110, Minor Subdivision provisions.

14. Developer agrees to work with neighbor Fred Cruse for possible easement and/or land exchanges to accommodate road entrance to Edelweiss Road further East.
D. Streiff 2nd.  
K. Seward expressed that he felt the developer’s agreement should define a standard architectural design standards. It should be uniform and we were told they would have a Swiss chalet style.
Roll call vote: R. Elkins, aye, K. Seward, Aye, J. Hoesly, aye and d. Streiff Aye. Motion carried unanimously.

Patrolman’s Report

Yaun Lane Discussion:
Stenberg’s had an opportunity to review the easement agreement and requested time to have their attorney review the document. R. Elkins moved to hold off on approval of the agreement until next month. J. Hoesly 2nd.  Agreement will be reintroduced at next month’s town board meeting.
Review Scope of Project & Costs: Work will not begin until August. Travis would like to take some time to review quotes on the project. It appears that the scope of the project the bid needs to be published as a class I notification. The bids should be back for approval prior to the August meeting.
Legler Valley Road Drainage Update: Travis estimated improvements west of the box to be $19,500, which included asphalt replacement, replacement of one culvert, ditching, and parallel drain tile. Before recommending an improvement on the east side Travis requested budget information to be sure the total cost of Legler Valley Drainage Improvements would be in line with the Town budget.  

Some improvement options included: directional drilling / ” bulleting” a drain tile under the roadway in two locations @ $4,500 - $5500 / each for a cost of $9,000 - $11,000. 

Shouldering and re-ditching would be in the $3000 - $3500 range.   Installing a parallel drain tile, similar to the west side, would likely be more expensive than desired at a cost of $35 / LF. 
D. Streiff, K. Seward and P. Salter will need to meet and review the budget to determine what can be spent.

Road Sign Compliance: Dennis explained that we only have to have a plan in place by 2012. D. Nielson has an inventory of signs that include compliant signs and non-compliant signs. Keith would like a total inventory 275 total signs. Identify how many are compliant and how many need to be replaced. 


Old Madison Road Centerline Discussion: Ball Bank indicator test results D. Nielson reported that it was recommended that we put up winding road signs on the three curves and recommended 25 MPH signs. Dennis should purchase and install 4 signs.

Tree Trimming Report: Got Valley View done which is about 5% of the project. Marty Road is the next on Dennis’ list.
Parks Commission Report:

· R. Whitacre reported that they are scheduled to run the Fecon on Friday. The follow up includes re-seeding.

· J. Wright wrote a description on public perception on what the Parks commission does. He felt that the commission is more of an environmental custodian body. K. Seward asked the Parks commission to define their duties and review the parks plan.

Finance Committee Report:

Accounts Receivable Aging List: The list includes two outstanding invoices this month. Ron Roesslien for meetings, Attorney fees and filing of his affidavit in the amount of $486 and the other is for Todd Duersts’ culverts in the amount of $298.69. Both are only 12 days past issue.
