Patrolman’s Report

Yaun Lane Discussion:
The Stenberg’s did not feel comfortable signing a hold harmless agreement that is tied to a temporary easement. They also wanted a sentence added that would state that the snow plow will not block access to the Yaun property. 

Dale will create 2 agreements, one will be a temporary easement for the ditch work and the other will be a hold harmless maintenance agreement. The Stenberg’s will have their attorney review the agreements and both agreements will be signed prior to the work being completed.

All parties were in agreement to having the ditch work completed by November. Agreements should be signed by August 20th.
Bid Review and Recommendation: Travis Schreiber reported that they received 5 bids with the low bid being Nine Mound Excavating. R. Elkins moved to accept the Nine Mound Excavating and giving Town Chair and Clerk authorization to sign work order. C. Narveson 2nd. Motion Carried.
Marty Road Neighbor / Utility Discussion - Keith reported on the past communication on where the path of the electrical will be entirely on Clark Kepplinger’s Property.  Mr. Kepplinger signed a temporary easement for utility access. 

Donna Bradley, Alliant Energy – Monroe Manager, Alliant does have a blanket easement agreement from 1938. The Public Roads Commission allows them to place a pole on a Rustic Road. They have done their due diligence. 


Brett Eickelkraut would like to see the additional pole be on Clark Kepplinger’s property to be fed off the existing shed. Donna Bradley explained that they prefer not to go through farmland.  Since maintenance of downed lines can be costly and time consuming to the farmer as well as the utility company.

Chris Dodge, an attorney with Murphy Desmond was present to represent Tim Galbraith.  Attorney Dodge distributed State Statutes, Rustic Roads, Wisconsin Administrative Code, Comprehensive Plan and resident survey as demonstration of encouraging preservation and maintenance of rural views and vistas. 
George Eickelkraut expressed concern that his 100 year old tree would be ruined. He is also concerned with creating blocked visuals and getting in an accident as he drives out of his driveway.

R. Elkins would like to see from Alliant is they could provide the board with a diagram of where all the feeders (primarily meters and existing easements along Marty Road) were to help them reach a decision. Donna will work with Tim Galbraith and Mr. Eickelkraut and will report back to the board.

Legler Valley Road Drainage Update: Travis estimated improvements west of the box to be $19,500, which included asphalt replacement, replacement of one culvert, ditching, and parallel drain tile. Before recommending an improvement on the east side Travis requested budget information to be sure the total cost of Legler Valley Drainage Improvements would be in line with the Town budget.  Funds will come from Green County 50/50 and Zentner Engineering reserve. $20,000 should take care of the West side.
