Proper proof of notice was duly noted for both Town and Village.

Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the February 22, 2005, meeting were reviewed.  A name typo was noted.  L. Lueschow moved, K. Talarczyk second, to approve the minutes.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding the Village pool registrations and other recreational activities registrations was held.  The Village will provide registration numbers for the pool and other activities with Town/Village breakdowns for review at the next meeting.  A discussion of the Town presenting $20,000 for their budget for a sinking fund for their partnering effort was held. 

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding the watershed and the Glarner Park ball field was held.  It was noted that the ball field is not going away in the near future, but that runoff will collect in the field and evaporate out as necessary.  It was noted that the field is not suitable for the adult men’s games and possibly women’s games.  It was also noted that there is a great need for another ball field.  The Village has approached the school with the idea of a sports complex between the school and the clinic.  A review of current village parks and locations of courts, etc., was held.

Discussion/Motion:
 Discussion was held regarding the recently returned Town Parks Commission survey.  It was noted that over 40% of the surveys were returned.  The figures were presented.  The Town members noted that they have not been able to fully review and address the survey results as yet, but noted the current tally of preferences.  It was noted that the Town should consider that some items may not have been marked some items if the residents felt that activities they currently participate in through the Village were meeting their needs, so that there is not a further need to duplicate those through the Town Parks Commission, thus providing a partnering possibility for the Village and Town.  The Village will provide population and statistics comparisons for the Town/Village, as well as historical breakdowns for all activities, as pertinent to provide a fair comparison for usage.  Village summer recreational activities and staff were reviewed.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding the purpose of the joint meetings was held.  The Village emphasized that they are not looking to transfer budget items or costs.  They are more interested in partnering for capital improvements and in providing new or expanded programs and offerings.  The Town acknowledged that they are in favor of the joint efforts and support the Village with partnering efforts where possible.  It was noted that the Town must present their plan to the Town Board in April of 2006, but will include some budget items in their October 2005 budget request.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding the next meeting was held.  A date was set for Thursday August 11, 2005, at the Village Hall at 6:30 pm.  L. Lueschow will provide the agenda for posting to both the Village and Town.
