JOINT EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONING COMMITTEE MEETING

Minutes

Chairman Wayne Duerst called the public hearing to order at 6:30 p.m.  Village of New Glarus Representatives present –Wayne Duerst, Steve Wisdom, and Jim Salter.  Town of New Glarus Representatives present –Dean Streiff, Keith Seward, and Chris Narveson.  Others: Walter Ruef, Jason Allen and Village Administrator Nicholas Owen.
Public Comment: Walter Ruef clarified that he is requesting the variance to reconstruct the garage in the same location as the current garage and it would not be any closer to the lot line.  Keith Seward asked if Mr. Ruef had considered a neighbor exchange of 7-8 feet so the garage would not need a variance.  Mr. Ruef stated he had not but was open to the idea.  Jason Allen, the owner of the land surrounding Mr. Ruef’s property stated that he is not opposed to the variance request.  Chairman Wayne Duerst closed the public hearing at 6: 40 p.m.  
Chairman Wayne Duerst called the regular meeting to order, present were all who attended the public hearing and Steve Wisdom at 6:42 p.m..

RESULTS OF PUBLIC HEARING: CONSIDERATION OF VARIANCE REQUEST – WALTER RUEF: The committee discussed the option of a neighbor exchange to bring the property into compliance.  Wayne Duerst stated that he sees two options; delaying approval of the variance to allow the parties to pursue a neighbor exchange, or voting on the variance.  Motion by Keith Seward, second by Steve Wisdom to table the variance request.  Motion carried with Dean Streiff opposing.  
DISCUSSION GEHL VARIANCE AND CONDITIONAL USE REQUEST: Administrator Owen informed the committee that the Gehl’s were seeking conversion of their duplex lot into two condominiums to make it more attractive for sale.  Administrator Owen had since spoken to Mr. Gehl and at this time he is not going to pursue the variance and conditional use, if needed he will do it at the time of sale of the units.  Steve Wisdom expressed some concern over setting precedence with this type of request.  The committee discussed issues associated with the conversion.  Administrator Owen will research Village records for other similar conversions.
