K. Seward felt that more time was necessary to analyze bids. Without objection a special board meeting will be held at 8 a.m. this Friday morning to award bids. Travis Schreiber will analyze the bids and will be available by telephone to answer questions. 

* Scott Construction does hand patching. They do not machine patch therefore they’re only bidding on chip seal.

Argue Road Request – K. Seward noted that Town of Exeter went through a bidding process and awarded the bid contract to Scott Construction in the amount of $34,050 they are asking the Town Board for ½ of that for the portion of Argue road that is within the Town. C. Narveson moved to approve Argue road maintenance in the amount of $17,025, B. Elkins 2nd. Expected timeframe for work to begin is in July. Motion carried. 

Public Comments: 	 None.

Finance Committee Report:
Accounts Receivable Aging List was distributed. Outstanding bills include U.S. Cellular who owes $6,500 for their tower permit and Golf Chalets at Edelweiss who owe $2,805 and Green County Title who owes $12. Total outstanding $9,317.

Accounting Reports and Bank Reconciliation 
· Reports were handed out to all board members.

Driveway Refunds: None 

Approval and Payment of Bills: 
· D. Streiff moved to approve April checks: 15566-15576 J. Hoesly 2nd.  Motion carried. 

· D. Streiff moved to approve May checks: 15577-15610 and ACH 44426, 56847 & 72480 check number 15578 was a voided payroll check. C. Narveson 2nd. Per Travis Schreiber, Zentner engineering is complete. Motion carried.

· K. Seward noted that Blue Vista was over budget by approximately $100,000 due to Irish Lane actually being 1000 feet longer than WISLR reports. K. Seward reported that he spoke with the accountant earlier today and monies that had been budgeted for Zentner Road can be applied towards the deficit. The board determined earlier this year to postpone construction on Zentner Road. 

C. Narveson moved to approve Moll Construction for $535,075.33 which includes the base bid for Blue Vista, plus both the Irish Lane and Shamrock Lane alternatives, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Clerk-Treasurer Report:	

· 2010 Bridge Inspection – K. Seward explained that Dave Lambert is conducting bridge inspections throughout Green County during the month of May.

· Invitation to Green County Sheriff’s Department open house was scheduled for this evening. Too late to attend.

Chairman’s Report:	
· Town/Village Negotiating Committee – K. Seward reported that they are meeting Thursday, May 13th. 

At the last meeting they had input from the Department of Administration (DOA) who guided them through the type of information that could be included in boundary agreements; they recognized past efforts and suggested that those items be referred to in the agreement.

The DOA has a review process for boundary agreements. One of the major things they look for is that the agreement is written in layman terms and has specific timeframes but the content is across the board. They shared several recent boundary agreements with the group.

The Village asked the Town to come up with a list of items to include in a boundary agreement. 

K. Seward reported that he met with Gof Thomson and Robert Elkins and drafted a list of boundary agreement topics for the board’s review. Their intent was to create a summary to present at Thursday night’s meeting. 

Keith distributed a list of boundary issues and draft boundary map.

· Boundary Agreement Issues 
Referring to the draft boundary map, J. Hoesly asked if anyone had talked with Dean Streiff or Kent Streiff about potential boundary issues. The blue area of the map suggests areas that the town would not object to annexation. The black area suggests that during the term of the boundary agreement annexation is precluded. 

The blue area shows corridors to the entrance of the community where development is likely. K. Seward clarified that the landowner would still have to agree to annexation.

R. Elkins suggested maybe we should be looking at different blue areas since the Streiff properties would not be open to annexation in the foreseeable future. Plus the land is prime agricultural space. 

R. Elkins suggested removing the blue area to the north, draw a black line straight across the upper north center of the map and letting the Village come up with the blue area of the map. 

Without objection keep the defined blue areas to the south and the sliver to the west.

R. Elkins moved to approve the checklist as amended, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried.

· Old Town Hall – K. Seward reported that the Old Town Hall Preservation Society is looking for a timeframe for the purchase of the property. He opened up the issue for discussion.

R. Elkins expressed concern that there was a special interest group here at the Annual meeting and suggested putting the question to referendum. J. Hoesly agreed that the question should be put to a referendum. K. Seward reported that the annual meeting can authorize a land purchase but that we are not required to purchase the property. 

D. Streiff wanted to know where the $28,000 was coming from. K. Seward confirmed that the cost was not budgeted in the current year.

D. Hustad explained that the body present at the annual meeting gave authorization to purchase the old town hall and they gave the board a directive to look into what to do with the property. 

R. Elkins asked for clarification on whether or not we were required to purchase the old town hall. D. Hustad responded that he would need to look into it. K. Seward suggested that Dale contact Rick Stadleman of the Wisconsin Town’s Association. 

Without objection old town hall discussion and library location discussion will be added to next month’s agenda.

· Parks – discussed below

· Garage is currently 40 x 84 (3400 sq ft.) replacement should be expanded to approximately 4700 sq ft. assumes a 5 bay facility. The Village has estimated their need to be a 10,000 sq ft. facility which does not include the Town’s estimated needs.

· Library – refer to earlier discussion above

· Participate with Village Flood Study for Back town/Old Town Hall – K. Seward reported that we haven’t heard back from the Village on the estimated costs.  R. Elkins wondered how the fill would affect the flow of the stream. He was concerned with the location of the library. He felt that unless there is a commitment to develop back town he was hesitant to support participation with the village on the flood study.

· Without objection revisit the topic next month.

· Bonnie Olson – complained that there is too much rock on High Prairie. Dennis noted that you’ll always have more chips on a cul-de-sac due to the overlap. Dennis suggested that a possible solution would be to have the contractor sweep up the excess rock.

· Streaming Video – will be available through a link on the Town’s website. John Wright felt the town’s portion was too high. K. Seward suggested that after the trial period we should negotiate with the village on the division of fees.

Parks Commission Report:
· C. Narveson moved to appoint Deborah Pesch to the Parks commission. D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.

· Parks Study is currently at about 18% responded. R. Elkins noted that based on the survey results, the primary interest seems to be nature related. Chris felt that the parks commission could use some direction. Without objection K. Seward and C. Narveson will discuss areas to focus on.
HR Committee:
· Employee Handbook – K. Seward noted that on page 15 define the number for lost time accidents. R. Elkins suggested on Page 14 to insert “safely” perform a certain procedure. Page 13 – R. Elkins wanted to know what was decided on military and family leave K. Seward noted they are currently left out. R. Elkins moved to approve the employee handbook as amended. J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried.

· Safety Rules R. Elkins noted page numbers need to be added. R. Elkins suggested the following additions: Under Fire Safety/Flammable Liquids that we add 5.09 “All employees shall have a designated place, a safe distance from the structure to assemble, upon a fire call, in order to ensure all employees are accounted for.”  Under Tools and Equipment, item 3.04 add “g) Allow engine to cool before refueling.”  Under Personal Protective Equipment, Section 7.01 add “i) when working below other workers”. C. Narveson moved to approve the safety rules with suggested additions. R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried.

Plan Commission Report:
· C. Narveson moved to approve the Impact Fee Recommendation as amended. R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried.

· D. Hustad reported he is working with the Spring Woods Owners Association in trying to release tax liens on the parcels which would allow the association to purchase the property. D. Hustad explained that Roesslein kept the out lot that is the road and 15 acres green space. Taxes haven’t been paid on either parcel. There is an association within the covenants that Roesslein set up but it does not direct how the property should be maintained.
