Travis Schreiber of Vierbicher handed out agendas and introduced the contact people as Dennis Nielson, Town Patrolman, Pattie Salter, Town Clerk-Treasurer, Mike and Dave Moll and Randy Kolinske as project co-ordinator.
Scope of project:
In general the project will replace the road from Pioneer to Blue Vista with 20’ of asphalt and 2’ of shoulders on each side. Currently the roadway varies between 18’ and 22’ with pavement failure and base failure. The plan is to pulverize all of the asphalt and gravel underneath it, re-shape the roadway, and add new shoulders and some re-ditching. 

Travis opened the floor to questions. 

Julie Kaiser asked about driveways and mailboxes. Travis explained that the roadway would be raised about 4”, they will be saw cutting driveways that are in the right-of-way, removing the asphalt and replacing it with new asphalt for the portion of the driveway that is impacted. It will be tied back to the next new slope. Dave Moll explained that temporary mailboxes will be set up. Existing mailboxes will be removed and stored until construction is complete. They will take pictures of mailboxes before work is done to make sure what condition they are in before they touch them. Travis noted that is a post is damaged during construction it would be replaced. 

Julie Kaiser had concerns about planters along the right of way. Travis explained that there were some planters that would be an issue. Repair or replacement of planters will happen in the private right-of-way. Contractor will try to work with homeowners to minimize effects of construction.


Jeffrey Collins’ culvert will be removed and replaced, ditch will be redefined, driveway will be saw cut and replaced. All construction will be confined to the right-of-way.


Travis explained to Cari Muggenburg how the construction would affect her property.
Amber Brown’s driveway will be removed, smoothed out and even out slope.
Tom O’Brien’s road profile will not be changed. No significant ditch realignment is necessary.
Timeline of project:


Project is slated to begin early June and last approximately 3 months. Roads will remain open during construction. 
Other comments:
K. Seward explained that meetings were held with parties where encroachments or easements would be needed.
