8/03/2010
Regular Town Board Meeting
Town Hall – Swiss Miss Center 1101 Hwy 69 New Glarus @ 6:30 pm


ATTENDING:	Board Members: Keith Seward, Dean Streiff, Chris Narveson, Robert Elkins, Pattie Salter and Dennis Nielson

ALSO ATTENDING:	Dale Hustad (Town Counsel)

CALL TO ORDER: 	K. Seward at 6:35 PM – Swiss Miss Center.  

Proof of Posting:	Proper proof of notice was duly noted. 

Discussion/Motion: 	C. Narveson moved to approve 7/13/2010 regular town board meeting minutes. R. Elkins 2nd. Motion Carried 

Discussion/Motion:	Action on Smitherman Land Division - D. Streiff moved to approve the CSM for acceptance based on recommendation from the Land Planning Commission and authorization for K. Seward to sign CSM. R. Elkins 2nd. The Smitherman’s will provide Plan Administrator, Wright with deed restrictions when finished. Motion carried.

Patrolman’s Report:	
· Village View Circle Driveway Issue – Dennis identified 7 driveways where the driveway surfaces do not meet the town road. J. Wright researched when the homes were built. K. Seward read a draft letter and would like to make minor changes to the letter and get authorization to send a similar letter to the neighbors. Without objection the clerk and chair will rewrite the letter and mail it to the residents.

· Legler Valley Road Bid Selection – The North side of the road has an area where ground water is collecting and building up there is also some evidence that it is seeping under the roadway. The engineering plan is to install a new catch basin on the north side of the existing tube and a ditch way be installed parallel to the edge of the road to collect the ground water as it builds up and run it surface under the road and then surface into the creek which is south of the road.

The bid packet was put together with an alternate bid to fix road heaving just west of where the box culvert will be. A tube was removed when the road was redone and in January a big pothole appeared. Dennis filled the hole with hot/cold mix as a temporary remedy. The alternate bid also includes the test to replace another culvert to the East of this project. The culvert will be replaced with native materials. Vierbicher recommended low bidder as Moll Construction. C. Narveson moved to accept base and alternate bids from Moll Construction, R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried.

· Blue Vista Report – D. Nielson handed out pictures of the road and reported that parts of it were thin (about 2” thick which is less than town specifications), the majority of the road was solid. There were approximately 20 soft spots that failed the roll test and the asphalt was all broken up. 

Springwood Estates Request: 
· K. Seward explained that the citizens along Springwood Estates are concerned for the safety of their children when getting to/on the bus. They would like the Town to work with the School District and try to get bus service down their private gravel road. Eventually they would like to know if the Town would consider taking the road over. Two questions have been raised at this time:

1. If the road were kept as a private road could the town assist in getting busses and postal service off Hwy N and pick up at each home? 
2. Would we accept the road if it were built to town standards?

C. Narveson asked how many people are on the road, there are 7 potential homes along the road. Dennis noted that if the mailboxes were in front of each home it would make plowing difficult. C. Narveson suggested putting all the mailboxes on one side of the road. C. Narveson felt that if the road was brought up to town standards he would not be opposed to taking it over. R. Elkins agreed. D. Streiff agreed. D. Hustad suggested saying exactly why you’re accepting this road. For instance because of the dips in the road on both the North and South create a safety concern or because of the new County ordinance that states if there are more than 6 residents it has to be a town road.

Finance Committee Report:
Accounts Receivable Aging List was distributed. Outstanding bills include Golf Chalets at Edelweiss who owe $255 Total outstanding $255.

· Patrick Skala – N8161 Marty Road - Request for a refund was approved by Mike Fenley. R. Elkins moved to refund D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.

Clerk-Treasurer Report:	
· Temporary Class “B” picnic license for Wilhelm Tell Festival - Without objection clerk will issue the permit
· Clerk Salter reported that we had issued a fireworks permit to Eric Muggenberg for a July 24, 2010 fireworks display at W6504 Klassy Road
· Correspondence
· Resolution from the Village of New Glarus authorizing participation in preparation of a cooperative boundary plan with the Town of New Glarus.
· Letter from Access to Independence inviting us to a listening session at 5:30 p.m. on August 24th at the Monroe Public Library
· Memo from the Department of Health Services notifying tobacco Retailers with vending machines that as of June 22, 2010 it is illegal to sell cigarettes or smokeless tobacco in vending machines.
· Waste Management Contract - add to September’s agenda.
· P. Salter thanked the board for allowing her to attend the Master Academy in Green Bay.
· EMS Finances – K. Seward reported that he went to an EMS public meeting. They discussed their accomplishments over the past year and reported on the state of their finances. They are projecting an approximate loss of $33,000 and are recommending a 2% budget increase. They explained that a majority of their customers/patients are seniors and that Medicare/Medicaid only pays a fraction of the ambulance call bill. That number will be decreased to 9% of the bill. K. Seward will get a copy of the financials for the board.
 
Chairman’s Report:	
· Town/Village Negotiating Committee – K. Seward reported that the Village filed their cooperative boundary agreement plan resolution and the Town needs to do the same if we wish to continue negotiating with the village.
· Cooperative Boundary Agreement Plan Resolution – C. Narveson moved to approve Resolution Number 2010-08-03. R. Elkins 2nd. Roll Call Vote: D. Streiff aye, C. Narveson, aye, J. Hoesly absent, R. Elkins aye, and K. Seward aye. Motion carried.
· Library – K. Seward reported that the Village and Library Boards are meeting tonight. The library board has been asked to present information on what a new library might look like. 
· Joint Negotiating Committee - Thursday night is the August meeting of the Joint Negotiating Committee the agenda includes a discussion from tonight’s Jt. Library meeting and a closed session regarding potential garage sites. The Village also is supposed to come up with a map of areas outlined.
· Garage – Revised garage needs list was handed out and will be presented to the Village at the Joint Negotiating Committee. C. Narveson would like to see heating coils in the floor. K. Seward noted that the infrared heat would do the same thing. 
Parks Commission Report:
· Jt. Village meeting on August 19th.
· Hoping to meet with past parks members at the September meeting to get help with renewed parks plan. Colleen Hoesly has agreed to help with the parks plan.

Plan Commission Report:
· Maximum Residential Development along a Private Road/Drive – Should the Town revise their ordinance to comply with the county? K. Seward noted that the only place we could do this would be within the ETZ. The topic’s been discussed at the Land Planning Commission meetings and the consensus from the committee was to go with something a little different than the County. They are thinking about allowing 6 homes on a private drive and the 7 requiring Town Board Approval. The Land Planning Commission is leaning towards this as a doctrine and K. Seward wanted to know how the Town Board felt on the issue. R. Elkins thinks the ordinance should say “maximum residential/commercial”. C. Narveson is in favor of a smaller number of residences on a private road. D. Hustad noted that if you took it down to 4 it would mean that you wouldn’t allow the 5th home on the private drive. R. Elkins was concerned with the costs to the homeowners if there are less homeowners, their costs will be more than if the costs were shared between more homeowners. D. Streiff wanted to know why 6 residences rather than 8?  What’s the reason for setting the number at 6 why not more? D. Hustad explained a situation in York that brought about the County’s Ordinance. 

K. Seward asked what the preference of the board was on no cul-de-sacs and the consensus was that cul-de-sacs are fine. 

· Authorization to send a letter to property owners whose property has been split beyond the available residential building potential – K. Seward explained that there are approximately 7 CSM’s without signatures. He is still working on the issue and would like to report back at the September meeting.
